PRODUCTION

POSITION TITLE:     Press Operator 

REPORTS TO:     Production Supervisor

SUMMARY OF DUTIES:  Operates a machine on light, repetitive production work involving skill and dexterity in the operating, feeding, and disposing functions.  Some attention is required to prevent spoilage of product or damage to machine.  May make some minor machine adjustments to ensure satisfactory production and inspect work for obvious defects. 

Setup punch press operations, including blanking, drawing, forming, perforating, etc.  Controls proper safety devices, feeds the material into dies, and keeps the stock well lubricated.  Procures proper dies, sets up punch presses and feeds equipment for all types of materials.  All types of dies may be required, including compound, forming, multiple, closing, trimming, shearing, drawing, perforating, cut-off, shimmy, coining, extruding, etc.  Adheres to the QMS requirements.
LEVEL OF QUALIFICATIONS:

A. Group Leader:  High school diploma and normally four or more years’ experience or equivalent; usually two or more years’ setup experience.  Responsible for day-to-day direction of work of others for an assigned area of responsibility.  May oversee the training and development need within the group.  This is a “hands-on,” nonsupervisory position.

B. Intermediate Level:  High school diploma and generally two or more years’ experience or equivalent; usually one or more years’ setup experience.

C. Entry Level:  High school diploma or equivalent; experience obtained with one to three months of training; no or limited setup abilities.
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
